Mission and Purpose Statement:
Azusa Pacific University is an evangelical Christian community of disciples and scholars who seek to advance the work of God in the world through academic excellence in liberal arts and professional programs of higher education that encourage students to develop a Christian perspective of truth and life.

Course Description:

This course is a study of Music Theory including scales & modes, chord structures & motion, modulation, and four-part writing techniques. Analysis of Music Literature from the late Renaissance through the late Romantic periods will also be included. When appropriate, these theoretical components will be discussed in the context of the Wesleyian theological method (i.e. scripture, reason, tradition, experience). 

Prerequisites:  Music Theory I & II.

Course Process

This course is conducted primarily in lecture format with class discussion. It will follow the general outline of the text (chapters 18 – 25). The text will be supplemented with other material assigned by the professor.  Students will engage primarily in skill development activities with some guided research on assigned topics. Two purposes will be served: process (the development of a rational and systematic approach to the understanding of music theory and its development in the context of Western culture and faith), and outcome (the demonstration of understanding through composition, analysis, and research). Completed assignments will be examined in class and in detail by the professor or graduate assistant.

Following the APU Credit Hour policy, to meet the identified student learning outcomes of this course, the expectations are that this 3 unit course, delivered over a 15 week term will approximate: 3 hours/week classroom or direct faculty instruction.  In addition, out-of-class student work will approximate a minimum of 6 hours each week.
